Students tend to take MLL 190: The World of Language | over MLL 191: The World of Language Il because their
titles are labeled I and I, respectively. This labeling suggests that they are in a sequence although they are not.
They are complementary to each other but also independent from each other. One way of dealing with this situation
is to modify the I and 11 labels into more descriptive titles.

MLL 190 will become “The World of Language: Structural and Biological Aspects”

MLL 191 will become “The World of Language: Cultural and Social Aspects”
