This course explores how health, illness, and the field of medicine are shaped by social and cultural forces. It examines
the changing role of physicians and other providers; medicine as a social institution; the nature of healthcare
organizations; and the experience of health and illness. Special attention is given to the doctor-patient relationship,
and factors that shape individuals’ interactions with their health providers, as well as analyzing the role of persistent
sociocultural inequalities across health and health care.

RATIONALE FOR CHANGE: The course title “Medical Sociology” is outdated and does not reflect the current focus of
the field and the course which is on sociocultural aspects of medicine and health care. The current course description is
too short and does not accurately describe the course content on sociocultural aspects of health and illness for
prospective students. The proposed catalog description provides more specific detail.
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
