Emphasis is
given to partnering, given circumstances, sensory imagery, collaboration, and basic script analysis for actors. Solo,
duo and group projects culminate in an end-of-semester scene presentation.

RATIONALE FOR CHANGE:

Prerequisite? The language used to describe the prerequisites for acting courses is long out-of-date. The proposed
statement clearly outlines the faculty’s expectations, and reflects the current BFA Acting Major requirements and
pathway.

Repeatable? Though a transfer student may have completed this course elsewhere with a grade of B or better, s/he
may be advised to repeat the course to acquire the appropriate level of skill before moving into more advanced
acting courses. This is especially true for students intending to declare the selective BFA Acting Major.

Grading Method? No grading method is currently noted in the course listing.
Catalog Description? We need to include language that clarifies for whom the course is intended, and how it

relates to the sequence of courses in the major. The proposed description also provides a more lucid picture of
what the course entails.
